Tobacco use is the leading cause of preventable death and disease in Massachusetts.


In Massachusetts, an estimated 880 adult nonsmokers die each year from exposure to secondhand smoke.


Secondhand smoke contains at least 250 chemicals known to be toxic, including more than 50 that can cause cancer.
